Introduction

PE kit should be worn to school on the days children have PE.  
 
 
Backpacks 
Children will be given a school backpack when they first come to school. This should fit in everything 
that they need for school each day. 
  
Nails, make-up, hair dye and tattoos. 
Pupils are not allowed to wear fingernail polish or false nails. Make-up is also not allowed. Hair dye is 
not allowed, neither are tattoos (including fake tattoos). 
 
Jewellery/Accessories  
Pupils may wear a watch (no smart watches) and one pair of small, stud earrings. All jewellery must 
be removed for PE by the pupil or taken out at home. The school will be unable to take any 
responsibility for any watches or jewellery that are lost.  
Clothing or accessories which are related to religious beliefs are welcomed but we ask that parents 
inform us of this before the child arrives in school wearing them. 
 
Hair Accessories 
Hair bands, ribbons, bows or ‘scrunchies’ should be small, plain and red, white, black or grey. 
 
Naming Clothing and Property  
Please ensure all clothing and property is clearly marked so that lost articles may be easily traced and 
returned.
